HALL 1 
EQUESTRIAN TOURISM & CHILDREN'S VILLAGE 
 
The 120th edition of Fieracavalli dedicates the whole of Hall 1 to families, bringing together two realities 
that attract thousands of visitors to Verona every year: tourism and entertainment for children. This hall is 
home to the finest national and international equestrian tourism riding proposals, together with activities 
for children. New in 2018: Horse Friendly: a quality label that certifies stables, bridleways and trails, parks, 
farm holiday centres and restaurants that welcome horses; the intention is to encourage this form of slow 
tourism, thanks to a catalogue of the entire offering through a single web portal. While parents are busy 
planning the next family holiday in the saddle, their children can enjoy learning, thanks to the Children's 
Village with its educational games, shows and music. Mention must also be made of "A Horse for a Friend" 
organised by Veronafiere - in collaboration with the Department of Education of Verona City Council, the 
Education Department and the support of Banco BPM di Milano and Cattolica Assicurazioni - to offer 
children attending elementary schools in the City and Province of Verona to visit the event. 
 
HALL 2 
ARABIAN HORSES - UISP TROPHIES 
 
Spotlights on the Arabian Horse Show. Arabian horses are among the most elegant, agile and versatile 
breeds, held in high regard by sheikhs and the international jet set. Hall 2 provides the opportunity to enjoy 
morphological competitions involving the oldest horse breed in the world, curated by ANICA-Italian 
National Arabian Horse Association and perfect your "VIP-watching" skills: there is every chance that you 
may stumble into incognito celebrities among the public. There is also space for the competitions organized 
by UISP-Italian Sport for All Union, such as the Flatwork Trophy or the Horseman and Ranch Riding events. 
Mention must also be made of the base installed in this arena: thanks to collaboration with Ecopneus and 
Promix, animal well-being is assured by recycled and anti-shock materials.

Hall 3 is dedicated to Italian saddle horses and strategies for qualitative and quantitative improvements, as 
exemplified by the top breeders in the country. The Ministry of Agricultural Policies is in the forefront here 
by promoting various initiatives, including the finals of the "Free Jumping", "Obedience and Gait" and 
"Morpho-Aptitudinal Circuit" events. 
 
HALL 4 
TRADE SHOW AREA

Lastly, considerable attention will be given to the special performance 
by the Fanfare of the State Police, without forgetting the Italian work mount traditions with the Cavalieri 
Maremma and equestrian theatre with Cavallo&Company.

Horse Training by Fieracavalli is a new project in this hall, conceived in collaboration with Addestramento 
Etologico (Ethological Training): am initiative whereby the public can evaluate the respect, attention and 
trust created between horse and trainer during the 4 days of the Show after taking a path faced with 
various difficulties.  
 
HALL 10 
BIODIVERSITY OF ITALIAN BREEDS  
Thanks to the morphological and aptitudinal characteristics of over 300 examples, 7 breeds in the Stud 
Book and 16 populations in the Official Registry, Italy is the country with the most biodiversity in the world 
even for horses. This great heritage of the Italian regions can be found in Hall 10, organized in collaboration 
with AIA-Italian Breeders' Association. The two rings host the 81th National Stud Book Exhibition of Italian 
Shire Horses (Caitpr), the Italian Carousel and the parades of the individual breeds taking part in the show. 
One section of the show is also dedicated to the National Association of Criollo Horse Breeders (ANACC) 
and morphological events involving American breeds: Paint Horse, Appaloosa and Quarter Horse. 
 
HALLS 11-12 
WESTERN SHOW 
The Western Show is one of the most eagerly awaited appointments at Fieracavalli, thanks to the best 
American style riding competitions. The absolute protagonist at the 120th edition will be Reining, the 
Queen of Stars and Stripes specialities and the only one recognized by the International Equestrian 
Federation (FEI) and FISE-Italian Federation of Equestrian Sport.  The discipline closely resembles English 
mount dressage and involves taking a set path - the pattern - at a gallop while performing a series of figures 
for which the horse and rider pair obtains a score based on actions of the rider, , the horse's impulse, 
rhythm and speed as well as the harmony and fluidity of movements. The two halls will also host the 
exciting Team penning and Ranch Sorting events, together with a special event dedicated to the Working 
Cow Horse. Lastly, during Fieracavalli Nights, the Western Show is transformed into a huge saloon: ensuring 
enjoyment and entertainment for everyone. 
 
OUTDOOR AREAS 
 
AREA A 
Family entertainment in Area A. Here, the expanded ring welcomes alternating activities for children, as 
well as demos and equestrian shows with many horse breeds and the seventh edition of Talenti & Cavalli, 
Fieracavalli's very own talent show. In addition, 25-28 October Area A also hosts the Italian École de 
Légèreté Group, Giampiero Lancellotti with Zebrallo and the Equine Increment Institute of Catania with the 
presentation of Sicilian breeds. The great news for this edition is the presence of a new breed arising from 
crossing a thoroughbred Frisian horse with the warm-blooded Dutch KWPN horse: the Barock Pinto.  
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AREA B 
CITADEL OF FARRIERY 
The area dedicated to the art of shoeing horses returns to Fieracavalli as a protagonist thanks to the 
national competition focusing on this profession that embodies the timeless tradition and passion for the 
equestrian world. On Thursday 26 and Friday 27 October, Area B will host groups of professionals, semi-
professionals and apprentices taking part in a spectacular competition presented by UNOM-National Union 
of Farriery Operators.  
 
AREA C & AREA D 
VILLAGE OF TRADITIONS 
Open non-stop until 23:00 with a wide-ranging gastronomic offering to enrich Fieracavalli Nights. Enjoy a 
stroll around Outdoor Areas C and D and savour typical produce and dishes from various regions of Italy... 
choosing to dine like the Maremma "butteri" cowboys or Trentino breeders as a way for rediscovering 
traditional local dishes.  
 
NOT-TO-BE-MISSED 
 
FIERACAVALLI NIGHTS 
From Thursday 25 to Saturday 27 October, Veronafiere opens also its doors in the evening with Fieracavalli 
Nights. From 19:30 to 23:00, the show in Verona offers a schedule of appointments as well as the possibility 
of purchasing a discount evening ticket. From country music in the Fieracavalli Saloon to performances and 
equestrian shows as part of the Iberian and Frisian Horse Exhibition (Hall 9) through to sporting 
competitions in the FISE ARENA (Hall 5).  
 
GUIDE HORSES AND CARING DONKEYS 
On all four days of the event, a dedicated ring next to the Area A is the stage for Guide Horses and Caring 
Donkeys: a project dedicated to families, children and people with challenged abilities that seeks to reveal 
the beneficial characteristics of donkeys, the other half of the equestrian world. Grooming activities 
establish a physical relationship with the animals before moving move on - with the Asinobus initiative - to 
overcome the fear of riding, through to doing so on a donkey independently and thereby earn a genuine 
"license".

FIERACAVALLI & VERONAFIERE: WRITING THE HISTORY OF THE EQUESTRIAN 
WORLD FOR 120 YEARS 

 
Verona 25 October 2018 - First held at the end of the XIX century as an equestrian market, Fieracavalli this 
year celebrates the milestone of 120 editions at the Verona Exhibition Centre (25-28 October). Since 1898, 
the Show has accompanied the evolution of the role of horses through the country's history: from a work in 
the fields and means of transport, to trusted companion in sport, pet-therapy and outdoor life. 
 
Today, Fieracavalli is the most important international event in the sector, visited every year by 160,000 
enthusiasts from more than 60 countries. The secret of such success lies in the ability to represent the 
entire sector in a complete and crossways manner, thanks to a formula that combines breeding, sport and 
business - without forgetting tourism, entertainment and spectacular performances.  
A unique format that, for the first time this year, was presented around Italy through the Fieracavalli 
Summer Tour taking in Sicily, Lazio, Tuscany, Puglia, Calabria, Emilia Romagna and Sardinia. 

"2018 is a special date for Fieracavalli," said Maurizio Danese, President of Veronafiere. It is an important 
occasion for the Show - to which we owe the existence of the Verona Exhibition Centre - and a further 
incentive to work hard constantly to innovate formats and contents. Our ambition is to confirm this 
landmark event for the equestrian sector for another 120 years, promoting horses as through passion and 
economic activity." 

The undisputed protagonists in Verona are always horses, with 2,400 head representing 60 breeds from all 
over the world brought to the Verona Show by 35 breeding associations. The halls dedicated to Italian 
biodiversity and the development of the Italian saddle horse play a central role every year, alongside those 
hosting Arabian, Spanish and Friesian breeds taking part in high-level morphological competitions.  
 
The offering at Fieracavalli also includes everything for care and nutrition of horses, as well as equitation 
equipment. The commercial halls welcome more than 750 exhibiting companies from 25 countries, with 
the most prestigious international brands.  
Exhibitors include manufacturers of stables and trailers for horse transport, saddles, clothing and stylish 
helmets. A great many innovations are presented at the show every year, such as the organic hay that stays 
moist, the backpack-airbag that protects riders' backs in the event of falls, the blanket-dryer for horses' 
coats, safety straps that prevent ankle injuries, not to mention a horse-sized treadmill for training and 
rehabilitation.  

"Fieracavalli, while investing heavily in sport, tourism and entertainment, nevertheless keeps faith with its 
roots as a market," explained Giovanni Mantovani, CEO of Veronafiere. This year, the business area in Hall 
6 was sold out as early as July, with exhibition space increased by 18%. This growth also involved the 
international nature of companies taking part, with those from Europe and Latin America posting an 
increase of 20%." 

Yet Fieracavalli also has a sporting soul: the four days of the Show involves a calendar with dozens of 
competitions. The most eagerly awaited event is undoubtedly Jumping Verona, the only Italian stage of the 
Longines FEI Jumping World CupTM that attracts international show jumping champions to Verona.  

This year sees the debuts of the Fieracavalli 120 x120 Grand Prix, the competition involving 120 pairs to 
celebrate 120 years of the Show's history. There are also all the specialities linked with the world of 
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cowboys, thanks to the Westernshow by Fieracavalli with barrel racing, pole bending, team penning and, 
for the first time, reining.   

Equestrian tourism boasts 120,000 enthusiasts in Italy, in continuous growth, and has become an integral 
part of the Fieracavalli offering by bringing together the best proposals by travel agencies, farm holiday 
centres and stables. Fieracavalli also offers visitors the chance to plan and book all kinds of horseback 
holiday, in Italy and abroad, to discover the natural beauties and landscapes in various local settings.   

Following the publication of the "Horseback Guide to Italy" together with the Italian Touring Club and 
patronage of the first master in equestrian tourism in Italy, Fieracavalli this year launches Horse Friendly, 
the first certification that, through its own brand, highlights and connects all the kinds of realities providing 
services for saddleback tourism.   

Fieracavalli confirms its status as a Show always ideal for the whole family, thanks to the recreational-
educational initiatives for children, including the Saddle Christening and the Fieracavalli Gold Gala titled 
"Anniversary" with stars of international equestrian art, or entertainment in the evening with "Fieracavalli 
Nights".  

As ever, Fieracavalli invests considerable resources to safeguard animal welfare, which is assured during 
the event by appropriate facilities, an ethical commission and a technical-scientific committee.  
This commitment is strengthened this year with the launch of the Fieracavalli Horse Training project that, 
for the first time, brings the world's top experts in the field of natural horsemanship to Verona. 
Collaboration with non-profit organisations continues to help horses rescued from abusive situations.

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A HISTORY GOING BACK 120 YEARS  
 

Kings, presidents and ministers, as well as Cowboys and Indians. Two world wars and a world that, in the 
course of these first 120 years of Fieracavalli, has undeniably changed. At the same time, the way horses 
are used has also changed, from a means of transport and power in the fields in the past, to the trekking 
companions, medical and social therapy and pure enjoyment in equestrian competitions of today. 
The genesis of Fieracavalli began with the meeting of Verona City Council on 23 December 1897, presided 
over by Mayor Antonio Guglielmi.  The proposal to establish the trade fair was approved unanimously. 
Funds of 50,000 lire (including 30,000 donated by Baron Ignazio Weill-Weiss di Lainate) were budgeted to 
build the 13 stables that represented the first nucleus of the event. The budget also estimated that 20,000 
kg of hay would be needed for the event: as an incentive for traders, horse feed was provided free of 
charge.   
The debut of Fieracavalli took place the following year: 14-16 March 1898. It is a sixth-monthly event and 
the second edition in 1898 was held in the Autumn, 11-13 October. The first fairgrounds were set up in the 
historic centre of Verona, in the area between Via dei Cappuccini Vecchi and the right bank of the River 
Adige, with the cattle market in Piazza Cittadella and horses tied in Via Pallone.  
The event had already become international, with horse imported from England, Prussia, Russia and 
Hungary. As the 1800s drew to an end, Paris still celebrated the Belle Époque and Edgar Degas painted 
horses competing at the racecourse. In Italy, "Macchiaiolo" painter Giovanni Fattori celebrated horses as a 
working companion and support for military activities. 
The year 1900 arrived and Veronafiere, despite having to close Fieracavalli in advance following the 
assassination of King Umberto I by the anarchist Gaetano Bresci, also exhibited the "mechanical horse". 
This was, for Italy, the very first car exhibition. 
The history of Fieracavalli crossed paths with that of the monarchy on another occasion: King Vittorio 
Emanuele III closed the 1906 edition of Fieracavalli, which continued its expansion. Five years earlier, in 
fact, the National Equestrian Congress made its debut in Verona. 
1913 was another milestone in the artistic and cultural life of the city, since the Arena hosted the first 
opera season. Carlo Carrà, at the height of the Futurist era, painted "The Red Knight" as an emblem of 
speed with a message interpreted in an interventionist perspective. Hellas Verona football club, founded 10 
years earlier by Hellenist scholar Decio Corubolo, trained and played unofficial matches on the horse fields. 
By 1914, the event had become the most important horse fair in Italy, with more than 3,000 horses and the 
first market dedicated to agricultural machinery. 
Only the spring edition was held in 1915. The First World War intervened. 
Fieracavalli resumed in 1919 and, in the early 1920s, the event highlighted the boom in agricultural 
mechanisation. They were the twilight years of horses in the fields. 
Fieracavalli means passion yet but also and above all business. In 1926, on the first day of the event, 1,200 
horses were sold, generating turnover of 10 million lire: an enormous sum for the times. Six years later, 
4,500 horses were sold out of 5,500 on display during the first four days of the show, from Swiss, German, 
Czechoslovakian and French breeding farms. In 1938 - to give an idea of the business - turnover for sales 
came to more than 22 million lire. 
The passion for "mechanical horses" also came to the fore and, again in 1926, the first "Circuito del Pozzo" 
automobile race was held at the end of Fieracavalli. The following year, this race was won by Tazio 
Nuvolari, for many people today still the greatest driver of all time. 
In 1930, the March trade fair was officially transformed into the Agriculture and Horse Fair and was 
inaugurated by the Minister of Agriculture and Forestry, Giacomo Acerbo. 
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In 1939, there was concern over the future of Italy's patrimony of horses, which in just 10 years had lost 
400,000 head, falling to 2 million animals. The times were changing and Fieracavalli was well aware of all 
this. So much so that the topic of circulation on the new asphalt roads was also debated, with the 
convention "Horse-Cart-Road". 
1943, in the middle of the war, an edition of Fieracavalli was still held, but the Second World War set 
Europe in flames and subsequent editions had to be suspended. A year beforehand, on 24 August in 
Izbuscenkij (Russia) and 17 October Poloj (Croatia), the Savoia Cavalry and the Cavalry Regiment of 
Alessandria - to the cry of "Savoia!" - launched the last battle charges involving horses. It marked the end of 
a military era lasting centuries that began in X century B.C. with the Assyrians. 
On 10 March 1946, Fieracavalli was the first exhibition event to re-open in Italy. In 1948, for the 50th 
official edition, Fieracavalli was transferred from the city centre to the new Exhibition Centre in Borgo 
Roma in an impressive area of 200,000 square meters, including 24,000 square metres indoors with halls, 
stables, stalls and facilities. 
From the King to the President of the Republic, Luigi Einaudi, who inaugurated the 1952 edition. 
The event continued to grow, so much so that in 1953 it posted 9.5 billion lire in turnover and 53,000 
international visitors. It certainly well-deserved all this limelight. Seven years went by and Fieracavalli was 
broadcast live by Rai Radio-TV (founded in 1954), with commentary by Tito Stagno - the journalist who in 
1969 gripped everyone in Italy with the epic moon landing by Apollo 11. 
1970 saw the emergence of a new phenomenon. Horses were rediscovered as a "means of transport". A 
"country" and "slow" style of travel, such as the 600 kilometres from Milan to Rome crossed by Lucio 
Battisti and Mogol - an example for all those who never stopped rearing, appreciating or loving horses. This 
was the dawn of equestrian tourism, which encouraged the international event in Verona to develop this 
trend with the first "horseback holiday bourse" in 1985, with "raids" in the saddle from Munich to Verona 
in 1986 and 2006 to strengthen the twinning between the two cities since 1960. 
Fieracavalli looks to the world and in 1988 inaugurates the Westerndromo, a unique hall with all the North 
American breeds, speciality associations and sports performances linked with the world of cowboys. Red 
Indians also arrived. In 1992, the famous chief of the Lakota people, Birgil Kills Straight, won the prestigious 
"Horse Adventure" trophy.  
The centenary of Fieracavalli was a milestone celebrated with the national competition for Arabian 
thoroughbreds organised by the National Association of Arabian Horses and the "Saddle Christening" by the 
Italian Federation of Equestrian Sport encouraging interest in the world of horses among children. 
Love for horses continued to grow apace, prompted also by the track successes of Varenne and his driver 
Gianpaolo Minucci, going down in the history of world horse racing as one of the finest trotters ever seen 
on a racecourse. Fieracavalli had the honour of hosting Varenne in 2009. 
Nor does Veronafiere overlook the welfare of animals during the event. An Ethical Commission and a 
Technical-Scientific commission were set up and involved, among others, the Carabinieri, Ministry of 
Health, University of Padua and the Istituto zooprofilattico delle Venezie. 
Welfare and health go together. Horses at Veronafiere also means horse-therapy, by now acknowledged as 
having beneficial effects for medical purposes. 
In 2015 - the year of Expo Milan (where Veronafiere set up and organised the Wine Pavilion) - Verona 
presented the Horseback Guide to Italy, a volume detailing 21 itineraries revealing the beauties of the 
country from the saddle. The project came about thanks to collaboration between Fieracavalli with the 
Italian Touring Club. 
Equestrian tourism increasingly came to the fore, so much so that in 2017 Veronafiere hosted the first 
course leading to a Master in Equestrian Tourism with training days and the official inauguration of the first 
urban horse trail in Italy.

FEI WORLD CUP�Œ IN ITALY  

 
The World Cup arrived in Italy five years after the launch of the circuit, which took place in 1978. It was 1983 
when Milan became the first city to host the Italian leg of the show jumping World Cup inside the Palasport. 
And the win went one to the great Irish rider Eddie Macken on El Paso. 
 
In 1984, as the Milan venue eventually became unavailable, the event was moved out of the city to Birago, 
inside the Circolo Ippico Brianteo, where the French national anthem was played for Flambeau C and Frédéric 
Cottier, a rider that has deeply marked the history of show jumping. The lack of a suitable venue meant that 
Italy was unable to host a world cup leg for ten long years. The international show jumping circus finally 
returned to Italy in 1995 inside the Palasport at Casalecchio di Reno, just outside Bologna.  
 
Top names all took part in the six editions held here, with some of the best standing as winners: the Dutch Jan 
Tops with Top Gun, the French Patrice Delaveau with Roxanne De Gruchy, the British John Whitaker with 
Grannusch, the German Rene Tebbel with Radiator, the Swiss Lesley Mc Naught Maendly with Dulf and again 
John Whitaker with Welham. Fieracavalli then put forward its candidacy to host the prestigious event, that 
made its debut in Verona in November 2001.  
 
Every edition since then has been crowned with huge success, both in terms of organization and of impressive 
audience numbers.
